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Executive Director’s Report

At least once a year, | have to use this column to brag about this great organization.
The directors of Arc's departments have recently submitted their end of fiscal year
reports, and they reveal that much has been accomplished. We are making good
progress on the long-range plan approved by the board of directors a year ago. I'll
mention just a few of activities of FY 2006.

The Arc of Monmouth served more than 1500 persons with disabilities last year,
with a wide variety of services and supports, from 24 hour a day residential servic-
es to information and referral. We responded to 226 inquiries for services, many
related to employment and vocational services, or seeking information about
Medicare Part D. We supported 40 families with education advocacy, and collected
lots of school supplies from generous members of The Arc family for the United
Way School Time Wishes project.

Our residential programs maintained full licenses from the state, and our HUD proj-
ects reviewed by HMFA received "superior" ratings. Our recreation department
added 75 new persons to services, and started a Young Adult Program for persons
aged 22 to 28, while continuing successful activities designed for teenagers. Trips
to Wildwood and Jamaica provided vacation options to persons with disabilities, and
a Connecticut trip was our first fabulous overnight, integrated vacation.

Health services added three new counseling groups, including one for individuals
with substance abuse problems. In addition to providing vital health and mental
health services to hundreds of people with developmental disabilities, this depart-
ment coordinated much needed dental clinic services at Arc sites for about 25 per-
sons each week.

The Development Department and its wonderful volunteers did a great job on the
annual Winter Glow Ball, the Step Up for The Arc Walk and the Golf Classic. Part
of the proceeds of the ball were donated to The Arc of the United States Hurricane
Katrina Fund, which benefited people with developmental disabilities and their fam-
ilies in areas impacted by that storm.

Thirty-four new people with disabilities found community employment with assis-
tance of our Employment Services, at times cooperation with other departments
such as the Work Opportunity Center (WOC). WOC encouraged served individuals
to consider community work by holding Job Clubs and giving 22 men and women
a chance to sample community jobs. Employment Services helped people get rides
to work by completing 84 Access Link assessments.

Hersh High graduated three students and provided assistance in their transition to
adult services, and offered a summer time extended school year that culminated in
a rollicking Talent Show. Adult Services served individuals also got a chance to per-
form, offering presentations of show tunes for an appreciative audience of family
and employees. New group learning experiences were made available in Adult
Training Centers, including a group for persons who are not verbal.

Arc continued to be an active voice in advocacy for the people with cognitive dis-
abilities and their families, supporting increased funding for family support servic-
es, for waiting list services, and for supports to allow individuals to move from
developmental centers to the community and for other initiatives. Arc also advo-
cated against legislative action that could have negative consequences for the peo-
ple we serve.

While there is always more to be done, much does get accomplished each year.
Thanks to all the served individuals, family members, employees, volunteers, and
other supporters who help The Arc of Monmouth keep growing and achieving.
